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Cameroon Gender and Environment Watch (CAMGEW) works with grass root 
communities in the North West, West and Adamawa Regions of Cameroon. We 
take action for agro-ecology, forest protection and regeneration, sustainable job 
creation, women’s entrepreneurship and climate literacy. Women active in 
eco-business and forest regeneration have many indigenous stories and 
experiences that promote conservation, but these stories are not documented 
and therefore fast disappearing. Through climate indigenous literacy programs 
CAMGEW promotes exchange of ideas amongst women on forest resources 
and conservation. Through interactive discussions, women share these 
indigenous knowledge and practices for replication.
